Douglas has been in the process of putting together a proposal and finding the
resources to complete this project. He has selected a design to provide 8-foot
tables similar to those in the Pretty Boy Recreation Area. He has proposed to
provide six table for the HMS Court Yard Area and six tables for other areas on
the school grounds. He estimates the completed tables will have a value range of
$3,600 to $9,600. He is contacting Home Depot to get estimates for the lumber,
and estimates it will cost between, $1,200 to $1,400. He asked if the PTA would
be willing to pay for the lumber and other miscellaneous building materials.
Douglas will provide the PTA will a quote after he has talked to Home Depot.

KIMBERLY FUNK MOTIONED TO APPROVE THE EXPEDITURE. SUZETTE
NOZICK SECONDED THE MOTION.
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o Carrie Aitken from the Art Department reported on the tremendous
success and the many uses the Art Department has found for the flex
camera the PTA purchased last year. She also presented a request to
purchase one more Dell 1409 X projector for $649.00 and an Inspiron
1525 laptop for $599.00, because the teachers are juggling to obtain access
to the two systems that are currently available. The incredible price was
made available by some Ms. Peterson knows.

There was a discussion about how to maximize the incredible price break
offered to the Art Department, but manage PTA funds equitably for all
requests presented to the Board. Mrs. Walrod offered to pay for the
Guidance Department requests, allowing the PTA to provide more funds
thus maximizing the Art Department’s discount opportunity. A proposal
was made to purchase two projects and two laptops at a total cost of
$2496, since Mrs. Walrod will pay for the Guidance Departments
$1331.06 request. This would result in the PTA spending the same
amount of money requested, and provide each Art Teacher with their own
flex camera system.
